	Highways Act 1980 – Section 118A. Proposed Rail Crossing Extinguishment Order. Public Footpath No. 12 (part), Abergavenny.



An application has been received from Network Rail, to extinguish the above footpath level crossing, in the community of Abergavenny, under the provisions of the Highways Act 1980 sections 118A.

The proposal, which is in the interests of the safety of members of the public, would have the effect of removing part of the above footpath where it crosses the railway line, a supporting document from Network rail can be accessed below.
 
Alternative crossing points are available to the north on the footpath 23 footbridge and to the south on the station footbridge, connecting these crossing points is a proposal for an additional path to be maintained within the trunk road verge, marked as ‘Proposed route on ground 3A’ to the north, and an already existing route to the south marked as proposed route on ground 3B. Negotiations with Welsh government and South Wales Trunk Road Agency as to how and who should maintain these routes in the future is ongoing. 

A diversion order was looked at instead of the extinguishment, however as the verge of the trunk road already carries public rights as a highway in itself, we are unable to create a new one over it.
