The Social Care Worker Card
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Social care workers have made us aware that it can be difficult for them to prove their identity with the police, when travelling from home to their work, and supermarkets, when trying to benefit from special shopping arrangements made for NHS staff and other key workers. This, in turn, can have an impact on their ability to provide effective care and support for vulnerable people. As the social care sector is made up of thousands of organisations, there is currently no single card that identifies social care workers as key workers. The card we have developed is a response to this need at a time when it’s needed the most.
