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	 Project Progress
We have made good progress throughout June and July and have been working on all five phases of the scheme (our phasing map can be found on the Griffiths in the Community website). To date, phases 1 and 3 are nearing completion, however there are still a few things to do. We are now aiming to finish the paving around the cenotaph as part of Phase 1, in time for the VJ Day celebrations on the 15th August 2020. The photographs below show planters with incorporated seating and benches being installed this week. A bus shelter has also been installed on Chepstow Road (Phase 1 east). Phase 2, which includes the carriageway on Sandy lane, is complete and we are just waiting for trees to be planted in Phase 3. The reconstruction of the carriageway on Chepstow Road as part of Phase 4 is really starting to take shape, especially now that all the service ducting, drainage and kerbing is complete. We are hoping this will soon be open to traffic. With our concentration on getting the cenotaph complete, we have postponed the paving works on Phase 5, and this will be one of the last things to focus on. We envisage the footpath to be complete by late August. The above works will continue throughout August and into the beginning of September where the scheme will come to an end. A further update will be provided before completion.
