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Throughout August, we have substantially completed all Phases except for Phase 1 East - our scheme phasing map can be found on our “Griffiths in the Community” website.
We still have some minor activities to complete in all phases, such as landscaping. We achieved our target of completing the paving around the cenotaph for the VJ Day Celebrations which were successfully held on 15th August 2020. The temporary traffic lights, which have been positioned on the junction for several months, have now been removed allowing two-way traffic to flow through Sandy Lane and Church Road. All paving works to Phase 5 have been completed and the footpath is now open to the public.
With the overall scheme coming to an end, we will be undertaking extra works within the grassed area on Sandy Lane. Works will include the removal of the current information sign and the construction of a plinth to house the Caldicot sign that was positioned there before the works began. 
Unfortunately, due to unexpected issues with an existing culvert within Phase 1 East, Chepstow Road will remain closed to vehicular traffic until these works are complete. Please note, these works are being undertaken on behalf of Dwr Cymru Welsh Water (DCWW) and will result in the overall completion of the project to be delayed.
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Caldicot Choir Hall Update
Since our last bulletin, we have made good progress at the Choir Hall. To date, we have donated various materials and resources. The foundations for the extension have been excavated, filled with concrete and the brickwork has been constructed to damp-proof course level. 
We are looking forward to seeing the finished result, hopefully in a few weeks’ time.
