Offences

Any person without reasonable excuse, giving false or misleading information to the Commission or a licensing authority shall be guilty of an offence under Section 342 of the Gambling Act 2005.

A person found guilty of any of the above offences shall be liable on summary conviction to:-

(a) imprisonment for a term not exceeding 51 weeks,
(b) a fine not exceeding level 5 on the standard scale, or
(c) both
