The Council reserves the right to refuse an application based upon (but not limited to) the size, style, material of the bench, the requested location, and the inscription.

Deciding factors will include available space, proximity to other memorials and benches, graves, and paths.

The Applicant must provide pictures/drawings of the chosen bench with all dimensions clearly shown and materials used. All inscriptions, either on the bench or on a plaque must be agreed with the Council.
Permission will be granted following a successful application and the Applicant agreeing to the process, the terms and conditions and payment being made. Payment is for the laying of a concrete pad and securing the bench to it. (Fee to be advised at time of application).
The Applicant is responsible for purchasing the agreed bench, as per the application, and arranging its delivery to the cemetery at a date and time agreed with the Cemetery Service. 

Terms and conditions

Only the bench, as per the pictures/drawings provided will be permissible. If the bench differs in any way, then it will be refused and its siting in the cemetery will not be permitted.

The Applicant is responsible for the maintaining the bench. It must be kept in a safe state of repair and be fit for purpose.

No alterations are permissible, and the bench cannot be relocated at any time and under any circumstances.

The Council will remove the bench if it deems it unsafe and if it falls into disrepair and becomes unsightly. 

Any additional adornments on and around the bench are not permissible and will be removed by the Council.

The Applicant is/shall be solely responsible for any accidents or claims arising because of the bench being fixed at the site, and shall indemnify the Council against any claims or losses arising, because of this permission, except in so far as any claim arises out of negligence on the part of the Council or its employees. 

The land upon which the bench is placed remains the property of the Council.

The Applicant acknowledges and agrees that the Council may revoke this permission at its absolute discretion at any time and shall reserve its right to revoke the permission in the event that the applicant breaches any of the terms and conditions.
