Additional Learning Provision Review
Secondary Schools
 
Monmouthshire secondary schools were visited as part of the Additional Learning Provision (ALP) review in the Spring and Summer Term of 2024.  The next review is planned for Spring Term 2026.
Outcomes
· There is successful practice in key areas across most of our settings.  
· Nearly all have a thorough understanding of processes and systems in line with implementation of the ALNET Act 2018.
· Most have a clear overview of provision available to meet need.  
· Most have placed a focus on high quality inclusive teaching and learning to support progress. 
· Whilst schools have taken a different approach to allocation of teaching assistants and pupil groupings, most learning walks demonstrated learners had high levels of engagement and participation.
· Robust tracking around intervention was evident in most schools. 
· Intervention was successful when evidence based and led by suitably experienced and trained staff. 
Recommendations
· Ongoing collaborative working across the secondary schools in relation to ALN is beneficial for all.
· Development of a task and finish group to support the development of consistent approaches to the graduated response and development of IDPs.
· Utilise an evidence-based approach to intervention across all schools to ensure impactful targeted support.
· Provide ongoing professional learning to all staff around ALN, Equality Act 2010 and high-quality inclusive teaching and learning.
· Ensure safe spaces are available and accessible for identified individuals.  
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
