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Tax-Free Childcare

Flying Start Expansion

The Welsh Government’s Programme is commited to delivering a
phased expansion of early years provision to include all two-year-olds,
with a particular emphasis on strengthening Welsh-medium provision.

The two year old Flying Start childcare offer is focusing on a phased roll
out of the part time, high quality childcare element of Flying Start to 2-3
year olds. Areas for the roll out have been identified using the Wales
Index of Multiple Deprivation (WIMD), data from the Department of
Work and Pensions (DWP) and HM Revenue and Customs and are
broken down by Lower Super Output Areas (LSOAs).

As the programme expands across Monmouthshire, families will be
contacted to let them know when they can apply.

The two year old childcare offer will entitle all 2 year olds to 12.5 hours
of fully funded childcare, from the term after a child’s 2nd birthday, for
39 weeks of the year.

Childcare Offer

You may be eligible for the
Childcare Offer from the term
following your child’s 3rd
birthday, until the September in
which they start reception.

This is a combination of early
education and childcare funding,
up to 30 hours a week, for 48
weeks of the year.

You can pay for any extra hours of
childcare via a private contract
with your childcare provider.

You can apply for the Childcare
Offer funding up to 90 days
before the start of the term that

funding begins.

Early Education

There are a number of private
childcare settings that provide
early education.

Parents may choose either a
school nursery or non-
maintained approved setting
in Monmouthshire.

Funding is available from the
beginning of the term following
the child’s third birthday (term

dates are defined as 1st
January, 1st April and 1st
September regardless of when
school holidays fall).

The funding is currently set at
£10 per session (2 hours), for
five sessions a week, as long as
these sessions are on different
days. The funding is
comparable with the funding
school nurseries receive per
part time pupil. Your child is
permitted to attend each
setting for the two hours a day
free of charge but if the
session is longer than two
hours and you wish your child
to stay for the full session
available, you will be required
to pay a top-up fee.

Their school will
also get extra funding through the
Pupil Development Grant, which
they can use to provide additional
support for children from lower
income families.
